As we approach planning for Good Friday, remember that Resurrection Sunday cannot occur 

without “Good Friday.” Good Friday is the celebration of Jesus’ redemptive power and his fatal 

love for all humanity. Jesus literally sacrificed his life for our sins. During this special season of 

the Liturgical Year, we should reflect on how much was sacrificed for us. 

 

Encourage your congregations to experience God in a new way in this celebration of the Passion 

of Christ. Theodore Dubois’s “The Seven Last Words of Christ” is one of the most popular 

works of Passion Week. This work can be accomplished with orchestra or by using piano 

reduction/organ accompaniment if your congregation has the means to do so.
