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Worship Planning Notes 

 

Among Christians, Lent was originally the period of prebaptismal preparation and, later, a period 

of public penance. Eventually, it became a 40-day devotional preparation for Easter traditionally 

based on Jesus’ wilderness fast (see Mark 1:13).
